Housing construction and sales

Construction works for Stages 1to 3 are
complete, with Stage 4 and Stage 11 to commence
construction shortly. The latest release of lots for
sale was held in early September 2022.

New ‘fit for purpose’ social housing is also being
delivered at Claymore to better meet future
resident needs, with 27 homes being delivered

in Stage 3. Sixteen of these homes were completed
in June 2022, with the remaining 11 anticipated
to be completed in October 2022. The design of
new seniors living units is also underway.
