How would the changes be made?

Landcom will submit two concurrent planning
applications:

A Planning Proposal will be lodged with the

NSW Department of Planning, Housing and
Infrastructure seeking to amend the Campbelltown
Local Environment Plan 2015. This will enable

the delivery of varied building heights proposed
ranging from 32 metres to 62 metres, and a single
landmark building of up 85 metres located at the
Railway Plaza.

A new concept masterplan Development
Application will be lodged with Campbelltown
City Council for the mixed use development,
with new building heights to accommodate
approximately 1,560 apartments, of which at
least 10% will be allocated as affordable housing.

Landcom Is seeking to amend the approveo
concept masterplan for Macarthur Gardens North
to enable delivery of more homes and affordable
nhousing INn Campbelltown.
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No changes proposed to the approved development footprint, road layout, building
setbacks or open space provisions are proposed.

The key proposed changes include amendments to the building height and gross
floor area across four of the six building lots in the development.
